This year’s SATS results - We are delighted to report that the recent SATs results  
showed a consolidating of our 'significantly above' national attainment position. Nationally, 
the results have seen a sharp rise since last year and our results have matched this. 
Reading continues as a strength with the improvement in Maths over the past few years 
most marked. Writing, with the 'secure fit' model, continues to be a challenge and has 
remained on a stable footing this year, continuing to be above the national figure. 

OFSTED update – we knew another school inspection was due  
before the end of term and it finally occurred on Wednesday 12th and 
Thursday 13th July. We are limited by the amount we can share at this 
point but we are greatly looking forward to the publication of the report 
in September 2017. Thank you to all those who responded to the 
Ofsted survey during the inspection
