The event will go ahead as planned at 1:00pm however we now plan to include all of the side 
stalls and refreshments that we were going to have this afternoon during Go Bonkers. 
Miller and Carter will be available all afternoon to provide a delicious barbeque and we will be 
selling a range of drinks and other refreshments as well as running our raffle, tombola and 
games stalls including coconut shy and football shoot out. 
 
We are asking for all children to bring a packed lunch to school still and this will be eaten 
alongside their attending grown ups during a picnic lunch on the field. Grow ups may wish to 
bring some goodies along to enjoy too or even better, take advantage of the Miller and Carter 
barbeque. 
Please can we request no glass bottles, jars etc and strictly no alcohol! 
 
We are very much looking forward to seeing the children dressed in their class’ country colours 
or national dress.  If you are attending, please collect your child from their class door and make 
your way onto the field. After the picnic, we will ask children to make their way over to their 
class teacher and we will ask for parents to take a seat around the edge of the track. At the end 
of the event, we will ask all children to accompany their teacher back to their classroom where 
they can then collect their belongings ready to go home. In the interest of safety, only the main 
entrances will be open during this event.
